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WONDER WALL

Take a guided tour of Derry~Londonderry’s 17th Century Walls and discouver the city’s compelling,
complex and often entertaining history. Built by the Honourable the Irish Society in 1613, and still
owned by these London Livery Companies, the city's iconic Walls are one of the finest examples
of their kind in Europe. Tour will also include an exclusive visit to St Columb’s Cathedral Chapter
House Museum which houses the original births, deaths and marriages records dating back to the
1600’s, various artefacts from the Siege of Derry, the original locks to the City’s four gates, furniture
gifted to the Cathedral by the famous Thomas Chippendale and some of the oldest examples of
Irish silver on record.
